Maintain relationships with Workbridge and other similar organisations.

Maintain links with Mainstream Supported Employment Programme for people with significant impairments with a view to enhancing placement opportunities within MAF.

Raise awareness of disability amongst non-disabled staff.

Desired Outcome

Increase in the number of disabled people applying for positions within the Ministry.

Staff and managers are aware of their rights and obligations.

Outcomes and Timeframes

Review of all current HR Policies for compliance has been completed.
All staff are referred to the State Services Commission Code of Conduct as part of their induction process.

Provide diversity and disability awareness training for non-disabled staff by June 2005

Maintain the Human Resources Information System register of people with impairments 

3. Education and Training

Description

Ensure that disabled staff are provided with appropriate training opportunities to assist them to overcome barriers.

Desired Outcome

Training opportunities are identified and implemented.

Provide opportunities in employment and economic development for disabled people - Actions 4.2,4.5, 4.8, 4.9.

Outcomes and Timeframes

Ensure that all disabled staff training needs are identified via the performance management system in the review of the system in August 2004

4. Policy, Legislation, Service Development and Delivery

Description

MAF will ensure that its policy, legislation, service development and delivery is consistent with the objectives of the New Zealand Disability Strategy, where appropriate. 

Desired Outcome

MAF staff will be more aware of the needs of disabled people.

All policy, legislation service, development and delivery will reflect the objectives of the New Zealand Disability Strategy.

Provision of all documents in a format that is printer friendly.

Downloadable files will be available in HTML format.

Desired Outcome

All information on the site will fulfil the requirements for access by disabled people. 

Disabled people will be able to navigate the MAF website independently.
