How do you make a Submission about a Bill?
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There is no one way
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If you write include:

· Who it is from and your address
· Type it on A4 paper

· Or write clearly

· Use heading

· Number your pages

· Staple the left hand corner

Talking to a Select Committee
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· This is called an “Oral submission”

· Tell the select committee if you want to talk to them

· They will contact you

· Tell them if you need NZ Sign Language interpreters
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· You can go and watch a select committee meet so you can see what happens
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· The public or media might be there
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· Arrive early

· Know how much time you have
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· Relax
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· The Chairperson will invite you to sit
· Introduce yourself
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· Be Truthful

· Be Brief

· Provide Facts

· Be Clear
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· The Committee might ask you questions
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· You can bring someone with you to help with answering questions
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· The Select Committee might want more information 
· You will need to send this to them
Who does the Submission belong to?
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· The Select Committee
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· You have to pay all your own expenses in making your submission
· The Select Committee will pay for NZ Sign Language interpreters to be at your oral submission, if you have told them before
